Friends of the Swainson's Hawk has a few requests of you.  

Notice of Meetings, Agenda Items. First, we want to remind you that we have asked to be noticed on any item before the Planning Commission or Council that has impacts on Swainson’s Hawk mitigation by the City.  We also obviously want to be included in any discussions with stakeholders about Swainson’s Hawk mitigation. It has been 18 months since we last provided input into a process that we were led to believe would be completed by now.  A year ago I reported to our constituents that the City had been included us in a stakeholder group.  However, I’ve had no notice that any group has met during in the last year. I understand a biological study has been completed; we would like a copy of it.   Meanwhile, if any changes have been made in the Swainson’s Hawk mitigation program, or are now contemplated for Council action, please advise us immediately.

Record of Mitigation Progress.  Secondly, we routinely ask cities mitigating through CEQA for impacts on Swainson’s Hawks to make available to the public the following information:

• list of all approved projects required to mitigate for Swainson’s Hawk impacts with date of project approval; date of grading permit

• list of all mitigation fees collected by project, date of collection, purpose of fee. 

• list of land acquisition/easement dedications by project with date of recordation;

• copies of all of City's conservation easements and a copy of City’s easement form;

• City’s agreement with conservation operator for

mitigation land monitoring and management.

Please provide this information to us as soon as possible. These documents should allow citizens  to track from the CEQA mitigation requirement on a particular project to the mitigation obligation completion.
